Mystery Quilt
Fourth Month (December)
Cut the 3” strips into 3” squares.  Sew (with right sides together) a background square to each of the squares of the scrappy fabrics to make half square triangles.  It helps to draw a line diagonally from one corner to another and then stitch ¼ “ on each side of the line. OR -
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A faster way to sew these is to cut only the scrappy fabric into squares.

· Draw the diagonal lines on the wrong side of each scrappy square.  (With experience some can sew this diagonal without drawing the line which is even faster.)

· Lay one of the scrappy squares face down on the right side of a 3” background strip.

· Stitch ¼ “ from the diagonal line.

· Lay the next square right next to the first with the diagonal lines alternating as in the diagram above. Stitch ¼” from the line on the same side of the line as in the first scrappy block.  At the end of the strip, turn and stitch ¼ “ from the other side of the diagonal line.
· Repeat adding scrappy squares and stitching until you have less than 3” of background fabric left.

· Repeat with another background strip until all the scrappy squares are stitched to background fabric.  Cut the background fabric between each of the scrappy squares, then along the diagonal lines.  Press the half square triangles open.  Press group A fabric seams toward the background fabric and group B fabric seams toward B fabric.
