Mystery Quilt

Second Month (October)
Divide the 16 fabrics into two groups of 8 (group A and group B).  Separate by common factors such as print versus tone on tone or warm versus cool colors.  Arrange fabrics into 4 groups of 2 fabrics from group A and two from group B.  Sew each set of 4 strips together alternating an A and B fabric.  

Press all seams in the same direction toward the side with a B fabric.

Cut each set of strips into 2 ½ “ wide pieces.
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You will need to cut 18 2 ½” wide pieces from each of the 4 sets of strips.

The finished strips should be 2 ½ “ x 8 ½ “.  Separate, stack and store the 4 sets of 18 strips.
If you are using squares, randomly sew 2 ½ “squares together in sets of two.  Chain sew these one after another to reduce the thread used and to speed the process.  Snip apart and press seams to one side.  Chain sew 2 sets of 2 squares together to make strips of 4 squares as above.  Press the seams all in the same direction.
