Mystery Quilt

Third Month (November)
To construct 8 ½” blocks take one set of strips from each of the four sets and alternate the A and B groups of fabric as shown in the diagram.  This will have the seams

alternating their direction so that they lock together as you stitch the

four strips into a 8 ½ “ block.  When assembled, press all the seams in

the same direction. 
To construct the second block, shift the top strip to the bottom.

Repeat with each of the next 2 blocks to create 4 different arrangements.

For the next four blocks layout 4 strips vertically instead of horizontally.  After each block is assembled shift the strip on the far left to the far right for the next arrangement.

Layout the remaining 8 blocks to match the first 8.  Reverse the position of the 2nd and 4th strips in the first 4 blocks and the 1st and 3rd strips in the last four blocks.  Check to make sure you have 16 different arrangements in the fabrics in the blocks.  Assemble the final 8 blocks and press seams in the same direction on each.

You can choose to assemble the strips so that you have 16 blocks that are arranged identically.
